How to Say Dates and Times in English, #1
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When we speak about time in English, we have to choose the right prepositions. Here's how we
do it when speaking about dates in the past:
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Answer the question, “When Were You Born?” (aautfintiialns?)

Month - in. For example: Month
“1 was born in April. (mnaslmdewsnson) Tue Wed | Thur  Fr | Sat
She was born in May.” (seitanqwman)

Year - in. For example:
He was born in 1980. (uaaluil 2523)
She was born in 1979. saaaluil 2522)

Day - on. For example: (fredrudn) :

“He was born on Wednesday. (miaaiaiunsi)
She was born on Thusday, the 6th” (Say “the

sixth.”)sewamiesungnavai 6)
Or:

“She was born on the sixth.” (sainaiasuiva)

If you’re paying attention, you’ll notice we’re not telling you everything. Please ask questions.

Time — at. For example:

“She was born at 3:00 in the morning.’ (Say “at three in the morning” or “at 3 o-
clock in the morning.”) (iatdaian 3:00 Iunsuifi)

“He was born at 9am.” @zuaai 09:00)
“I was born at midnight.” &wasnlunanisidn)
“The twins were born at noon.” husdawansuiioy)
